OVERVIEW OF CHAIN RISKS
A chain risk is a combination of the chance of failure of all processes/systems, their interfaces and specific chain chances of failure, and the damage of a failing chain.

P/S 
= 
process/system, but may also be a group of processes/systems. Such a grouping is necessary in order to 



maintain the overview in a large process and system landscape.
Int
= 
An interface between the left P/S and right P/S. If there is no left P/S, the interface comes from the P/S 



to the left top. 
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
